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Equine Adoption Contract

This agreement is made on the ________ day of ______________________, year _________ by and between _________________________, hereafter referred to as “Adopter,” and True Blue Animal Rescue, hereafter referred to as “T-BAR.”

The adopter wishes to adopt the above-described animal and agrees to the following conditions:

· The Adopter agrees to pay the T-BAR suggested adoption donation of $________.

· T-BAR will retain ownership of the animal for a period of one year.

· During the above-noted one-year period, the Adopter will be financially responsible for all expenses incurred by the above-described animal.

· During the above-noted one-year period, T-BAR can make site visits to check on the health, care, environment, and well being of the above-described animal.

· The Adopter agrees to allow a representative of T-BAR access to the animal and its home for purposes of site visits, providing that the visit is prearranged or that the representative has a letter signed by at least one officer of T-BAR in his or her possession stating why an unannounced visit is being conducted.

· The Adopter agrees to release the above-described animal to the representative of T-BAR if that representative has found that the animal is not being adequately cared for or is being bred.

· The Adopter agrees to provide adequate food, water, shelter, worming, and veterinary care to the above-described animal for the duration of the animal’s life.

· The Adopter agrees to have a qualified veterinarian provide a health certificate and T-BAR Animal Veterinary Approval Form to T-BAR approximately one year after adoption of the above-described animal. 

· The Adopter agrees to never sell, give away, lease, turn over to another rescue or shelter, or send to slaughter the above-described animal for the duration of its life. If the Adopter can no longer care for the animal or no longer wishes to keep the animal at any time in its life, the Adopter must notify T-BAR so T-BAR can assist in the rehoming process. If the Adopter violates this, the Adopter agrees that a value of $1500 has been placed on the above-described animal and that the Adopter may be held liable for the value of the above-described animal and any costs incurred by T-BAR when trying to recover the above-described animal.

· The Adopter agrees never to breed the above-described animal. If the above-described animal is bred, the resulting offspring automatically become the property of T-BAR and may be confiscated along with the T-BAR horse that has been bred.

· The Adopter agrees not to hold T-BAR responsible for any veterinary care or other expenses incurred by the above-described animal after the Equine Adoption Contract is signed.

· The Adopter agrees to provide written notice to T-BAR when the above-described animal dies.

· The Adopter agrees to provide written notice to T-BAR of any change of location of the above-described animal for the duration of the animal’s life.

· T-BAR will not be responsible for any damages or injuries caused by the above-described animal.

· T-BAR agrees to make a refund of $________, minus the cost of transporting the animal to an approved T-BAR foster home and the cost of any veterinary work needed as a result of injuries or illnesses sustained in the adopter’s home, if the Adopter returns the animal within thirty (30) days from the date of this contract.

· T-BAR agrees to make a partial refund of 50% of the adoption donation, minus the cost of transporting the animal to an approved T-BAR foster home and the cost of any veterinary work needed as a result of injuries or illnesses sustained in the adopter’s home, to the Adopter if the Adopter returns the above-described animal to T-BAR within a period of one year (12 months) from the date of this contract.

· If the Adopter dies either before or after the one-year period has passed, his or her family will be allowed to keep the animal, provided the family meets T-BAR’s adoption requirements.

· The Adopter agrees to complete the Adoption inspection paperwork and send in pictures of the above- described animal at the request of T-BAR within thirty (30) days of receiving the paperwork, or to request, in writing, a deadline extension. If this paperwork is not returned within thirty (30) days, the Adopter agrees to allow a T-BAR representative to conduct an on-site inspection of the above-described animal.

· This contract may be altered or amended only upon written agreement of the Adopter and approved by T-BAR.

· The Adopter agrees not to hold True Blue Animal Rescue liable in the event of injury, death, or damage to any human, animal, or property as a result of activities or actions of the animal. The adopter agrees to assume all liability associated with the animal.
