APPLICATION ACCEPTANCE AND FILING 
 



● Adoption application is submitted and sent to the Foster Home Coordinator (FHC) 
  When an approved foster home decides to adopt their foster animal or an  
  approved home decides to adopt, this step can be skipped and the name  
  and contact info can be given to the Foster Home Coordinator instead.  



(in time we’ll have everyone’s application on line so that can go in the folder) 
 



● Foster Home must submit current shot records to the FHC for the animal(s) they are fostering 
unless they are still current. Current shot records paid by the foster home can be substituted 
for an adoption fee - though a donation ($250 suggested, equine) is requested. All others must 
pay the appropriate adoption fee.  



● Foster Homes must submit current pictures of the animal they are fostering to the FHC.  
● FHC compiles all files into animal’s folder, the folder is renamed “[Name] - adopted”, moved to 



Animals Awaiting Approval folder.  
 
THE FOLDER NOW TRANSFERS TO ADOPTION COORDINATOR  
 



● FHC will inform the adoption committee of the animal waiting to be approved. The form used to 
approve the animal into the foster program will also be used to approve the adoption of this 
animal. An officer will need to review the application, including checking personal and vet 
references as well as making sure their home and fencing is up to TBAR standards.  



 
● Once application has been reviewed, references checked and home inspection completed and 



filed, the reviewer should be the first on the approval form to approve/deny the animal as the 
Application Reviewing Officer. 



 
● New homes for horses must have an inspection form completed and added to the folder.
